Preamble: 
 
This document provides a plan for the use of computers and related information technologies in 
support of student learning in the Gold Trail School District. The ideals and goals laid out in this 
plan are intended to support school growth plans and district goals for learning. 
 
It is important that Gold Trail School District provide equal access for students to ICT tools, 
resources, services and opportunities provided elsewhere and encourage schools to utilize new 
educational information and communications technology (ICT) because: 
 

¶ when used in a ñtransformativeò way, ICT improves student performance;  

¶ when used properly, ICT enhances learning across the curriculum; 

¶ through the use of ICT, students develop skills that assist learning in other subject areas 
(e.g., problem solving, communication, critical thinking, collaboration); 

¶ integration of ICT into regular instruction ensures student participation, accommodates 
different learning styles, and supports both individual and group learning processes;  

¶ new teaching practices and initiatives such as AVID must be supported by the 
application of technology, including the development of related ICT skills and their use 
as learning tools; 

¶ ICT supports teachers as they strive to improve instruction and other administrative 
tasks such as BCeSIS;  

 
We believe it is important to develop a district-wide technology education plan because 
ñInformation and Communication Technologyò is a means, not an end.  If and when technology 
provides the most effective or efficient means to assist schools in meeting their stated goals for 
some or all students, then technology should be utilized.  Knowing when and how to utilize 
technology requires at least the same thoughtfulness and care which must be brought to all 
other aspects of district operation and classroom practice. 
 
The Goals, Priorities, and Assessments of progress outlined in this document were created 
using SMART goal setting strategies.  This means that these goals are Specific, Measurable, 
Attainable, Results based, and Timely.

Ç Word-processing, keyboarding skills and, desktop publishing skills to be integrated 
into literacy, numeracy and, social responsibility lessons already being taught in 
classrooms.  

  
Ç Multi-media software instruction so that students are able to apply these skills to 

literacy, numeracy and, social responsibility lessons already being taught in 
classrooms.  (Photoshop etc) 

 
Ç E-mail and Internet use applied to literacy, numeracy and, social responsibility 

lessons already being taught in classrooms.  
 

Ç Begin the use of the ICT performance standards listed in the Appendix 1 of this

Strategy 2: Training 

 
In order to adequately incorporate ICT Outcomes into the learning process, staff will be 
supported in personal development and training opportunities. 

 
 
Priorities: 
 

Ç Continue on-site teacher technology positions throughout the Gold Trail district. 
 
Ç Provide professional development funds to assist staff in improving their skills. 

 
Ç Continue to develop a teacher mentor program by encouraging teacher collaboration 

throughout the district to develop greater ICT proficiency amongst all Gold Trail staff. 
  
Ç Multi-media training for teaching staff interested in using multi-media software to 

enhance student learning. (e.g., Adobe, and other photo or video editing software 
packages). 

 
Ç Provide opportunities to implement online integration in the classroom

Priorities: 
 

Ç The School District 74 Board of Trustees Education Committee will continue to monitor, 
implement, and improve Gold Trailôs acceptable computer use agreements on a yearly 
basis. 

 
Ç Ensure that Acceptable Computer Use standards and Codes of Conduct are posted, in 

every computer lab. 
 

Ç Ensure that computer safety and acceptable computer use, is taught to students in all 
Information Technology classes in high schools, and before students use the computer 
labs in elementary schools. 

 



Strategy 4: Funding 
 

Implementation of a district wide ICT funding strategy that is stable, sustainable, and 
equitable.    

 
Priorities: 
 

Ç Funding to continue for the on-site teacher technology positions outlined in Strategy 2, 
Training.   

 
Ç Funding to be put in place for ongoing training for all staff. 
 
Ç District purchases of some software packages to ensure district wide standards of 

support for student learning.  This will also allow the district to purchase ñsite licencesò at 
reduced cost.  

 
Ç Rationalize the life expectancy of hardware and set up a replacement program for the 

ongoing improvement of hardware in the district.

Ç Acceptable computer use agreement updated yearly.  See current document in 
Appendix 2 of the document.  

 
Ç Documented evidence that the Acceptable Computer Use Standards and codes 

conduct are posted in every computer lab and followed by all students and staff. 
 

Ç Documented evidence that computer safety and acceptable computer use is taught 
to students in all Information Technology classes in high schools and before student 
use the computer labs in elementary schools.
